Q - Does my student have to raise funds to participate in the Fun Run?
A- No, all students will attend the Fun Run with their classes.

Q - Does my student have to have a Fun Run shirt?
Students do not have to buy a shirt to participate. They may wear any school appropriate
t-shirt in their grade levels color.
K-Teal/1st - Purple/2nd - Green/ 3rd - Orange / 4th - Dark Blue / 5th-8th - White

Q - What should my student wear?

A - Students should wear school appropriate shorts or pants they are comfortable running in
and a shirt in your child's grade color. Closed-toe shoes are also required for the run.
**Grades 5-8 will need to have a change of clothes that is a uniform for after the Color Run.
We will provide a bag for their dirty clothes and wipes to clean up with.**

Q - Will lunch be provided on the day my child runs?
A - No, please pack your student's lunch or order hot lunch like normal.

Q - When will my student get their prizes?
A - Students will receive their prizes on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays during lunch.

Q - Where can parents find information on the chalk that will be used during the color run?
